TERMS OF THE SCHOLARSHIP

One $2,500 scholarship will be awarded to a graduating senior at Elizabeth Forward High School who
will study as a full-time student at Westminster College, New Wilmington, PA, or to an EFHS alumnus
who is studying as a full-time student at Westminster College. Students majoring in Secondary
Education and/or demonstrating financial need may be given preference.

The Scholarship Selection Committee will review all complete applications and the response to the
prompt below. This scholarship is intended for the student who challenges him/herself, gets good
grades, participates in worthwhile activities, and makes good decisions for personal satisfaction and
accountability rather than public accolades.
